SPECIAL COOPERATION PROTOCOL

Article 1
Scope of cooperation


Both institutions decide to implement a scientific cooperation for the co-supervision of PhD theses.  Implementation of the cooperation on the part of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens is based on the law in force (article 10, Law 3685/16-7-2008, Official Gazette of the Hellenic Republic, 148 Vol. A’) and the respective law regarding elaboration of PhD theses in the country of the contracting University.

This  Special Cooperation Protocol specifies the requirements for the award of a PhD Degree from the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens and the University of …………………………. to the PhD candidates who participate in this scientific cooperation and constitutes the general frame on the basis of which every Special Agreement concerning a specific PhD thesis will be reached between the two Institutions concerning a specific PhD thesis.
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Article 2

Scientific fields of the PhD Theses

The individual PhD theses which will be elaborated according to this Protocol, may cover all scientific fields, as these fields are specified in the respective curricula of the Departments of the contracting universities.

Article 3

Basic regulations

The elaboration of a doctoral thesis will take place in both Institutions, at times specified by each Institution, as the case may be.  Each contracting Institution will appoint one supervisor.  Co-supervisors will participate in the Advisory Supervising Committee for a specific PhD thesis as foreseen by each Institution.  The administrative and organizational responsibility for a doctoral thesis will belong to one of the Departments of the contracting Institutions as specified in the Special Agreement for each PhD thesis.  The procedure for implementation of the PhD thesis will meet the requirements laid down by the law in force of the country where the Institution with the administrative and organizational responsibility has its seat.  It is in the same Institution that will take place the final examination of the candidate’s PhD thesis by the seven-member Board of Examiners on the Greek side or the respective Board of the other university where all the co-supervisors will participate.
Article 4

Obligations and rights of the participants


Candidates for PhD thesis under co-supervision will have the same rights and obligations of all the other PhD candidates of the contracting Institutions, as these are foreseen in the respective laws and regulations of the Post-Graduate and PhD Courses of Studies.  Social security of the candidates will be covered in compliance with the law of the country of the Institution where the candidate has last been registered.  

Article 5

Mobility of Teaching Staff and PhD Candidates


Mobility of Teaching Staff and/or candidates from one contracting institution to the other will be regulated on a case basis by a Special Agreement which will be reached between the two institutions and will pertain to a specific PhD thesis.
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Article 6
Language of the PhD Theses

PhD Theses shall be written in one of the two languages of the contracting Institutions, i.e. either Greek or ……..….., as specified in the Special Agreements which will be prepared for each PhD thesis, while a summary of the thesis in the other language will also be required.

Article 7
Award of the PhD Degree

Following the presentation of a PhD thesis under co-supervision which the Board of Examiners decree as successful, a PhD Degree is awarded according to the specific terms of each Special Agreement for a PhD thesis: a Joint degree where its diploma shall include the names of both contracting Institutions or a Double degree that is issued to the participants separately by each country, where, however, reference is made to the other contracting Institution.

Article 8
Special Agreements for the Application of this Special Cooperation Protocol

Following ratification (in accordance with the applying provisions) of this Special Cooperation Protocol, a Special Agreement for each PhD thesis shall be signed by the Rectors of the contracting Institutions and shall be co-signed by the Heads of the respective departments, the supervisors and the PhD candidates. 
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
